Migration Fraud Uncovered
The Minister for Immigration and Citizenship today announced the discovery of an alleged racket involving “migration agents” supplying false documents for overseas students applying for skilled migration.

The Migration Institute of Australia (MIA) condemns illegal activity of any kind, and applauds the operation which uncovered this particular scam.

It is unknown at this stage who the “agents” were, and whether they were registered migration agents or education agents.

We hope to receive early advice from the Minister on the identity of those involved in this racket. 

The Migration Institute will act immediately through the Migration Agents Registration Authority (MARA) to have anyone found to have been in breach of the Code of Conduct to be appropriately sanctioned. 

It is the responsibility of the Federal Government to act to bring any illegal migration activity before the courts. The MIA has referred some 40 cases of suspected illegal activity to the Department of Immigration and Citizenship for investigation.
